Students will be able to use DisasterAlert to find a current Natural disaster. Using the information presented on the app, the student will then be able to create an artistic piece in one of the given medias to create an understanding and awareness of the event.

Step by Step Instruction of Lesson

	Instructional Strategies
	Activities

	Day 1 

Teacher will introduce project by using Quizlet as an anticipatory set. Students will be presented with pictures and asked to answer which natural disaster matches to each one. The DisasterAlert app will be demonstrated by the teacher. Demonstration will include how to navigate app and how to access further information provided. Examples of each of the four available medias will be shown. Teacher will ask students to explore the app and choose a disaster that most interests them.
	Day 1
Download DisasterAlert and choose event that is of interest. Choose media and start research on disaster. 

	Day 2
Teacher will demonstrate how to create a stop motion video using Stop Motion Studio. Collage techniques and possible materials will be demonstrated and shown. As students begin to work, teacher will check that each student has their natural disaster and media chosen, as well as any necessary research.
	Day 2
Research on disaster due.

Workday focusing on concept and preliminary designs.

	Day 3  
Teacher will demonstrate how to create a poster in Adobe Illustrator. Clipping mask technique will also be demonstrated as to teach students how to have elements that leave the frame in their piece. Check for understanding as students work and help students when needed.
	Day 3  
Preliminary sketches/storyboards/concepts due at start of class.
